As you have noticed, our parish has been preparing for two 
very important spiritual events in this Advent Season: the 
Guadalupe Novena and the parish mission. The Guadalupe 
Novena begins this Sunday, December 4th, and it will reach its 
highest point of celebration on December 12th, the Feast of Our 
Lady of Guadalupe. Each evening of these nine days, between 
1,200 to 1,500 parishioners from the Hispanic community 
come to church to pray the Rosary and celebrate Mass. This has 
been a profound spiritual tradition in our parish. In the middle 
of the nine-day novena we celebrate the Immaculate 
Conception on Dec 8th, the patron feast of our parish. The Mass 
will be at 7:30 pm, and it will be trilingual. Please be reminded 
that the Immaculate Conception is a holy day of obligation. 
You might want to check this weekend’s bulletin for the 
schedule of other Masses on that day. Along with the novena, 
our parish begins the 4-day parish Advent mission from 
December 4—6. Fr. Mike Barry SS.CC, a priest of the 
Congregation of the Sacred Hearts of Jesus and Mary and of 
the Perpetual Adoration of the Most Holy Sacrament of the 
Altar from San Bernardino will be here to celebrate Masses 
with us during these four days and lead us in the mission. Fr. 
Mike Barry is best known for his healing ministries. On 
Monday, December 5, and Tuesday, December 6, the mission 
will continue in the evening at 7:00 pm. Please come and invite 
your families, friends and neighbors to join us in this parish 
mission.

Wondering Why

Advent is a time of waiting, 
we wait for the 
remembrance and 
celebration of the birth of 
Jesus over 2000 years ago, 
we wait for Christ to come 
again and reign forever, and 
we wait for Jesus to come 
into our own lives and the 
lives of those we love. 

The people of Israel had waited a long time, more than a 
thousand years, since the reign of David they had expected 
and waited for a new Messiah.  They understood this to be a 
great King, like David was, who would restore and unify 
their nation and overcome their oppressors.  The Messiah, 
they believed would bring forth a world of perfect peace and 
prosperity. 

Mary waited, too.  She waited nine months for her child, 
a special child announced by an angel, who would be called 
the Son of God.  She may not have known what all that 
meant, or all that would happen in the future for herself or 
for her child, but she was willing to say yes, willing to trust, 
and willing to wait. 

Mary carried the Christ child within herself in the most 
intimate of relationships, his body growing and forming 
within her just as all human babies do.    When the time 
came, she gave birth to him in Bethlehem, a name which 
means the house of bread.  Because they had no cradle, she 
laid her newborn baby in a manger, a feeding trough.  The 
One who came to be our spiritual food was placed in the 
feeding trough where all the world could come to him to 
receive the Bread of Life. 

We, too, carry Christ within ourselves.  Not like Mary 
carried him, but in a spiritual sense, Jesus lives within each 
of us.   St. Augustine said in the 4th century, “If Christ is not 
born in you, then Christ is not yet born.”  Like Mary, we 
must say yes to the presence of Christ within us, we must 
trust, and sometimes we must wait.   We, too, must give birth 
to the Christ in this world, this culture, this society.  From us 
must come the Living Christ in our behaviors, compassion, 
charity, justice, words, prayers and relationships.  It is up to 
each of us, daily, to birth the Christ, so that he may continue 
to live in the world through his Church. 

As a spiritual practice, perhaps we might take a notebook 
or journal and make a note of every time we notice that 
Christ is present in our daily lives during this Advent.  
Notice whenever Jesus is born in a conversation, a moment 
of reconciliation, the experience of a loving moment, a meal 
shared, tears dried, a hurt healed, a lost loved one home 
again, someone comforted, someone reassured.  Write these 
moments down, then on Christmas day, find a few minutes 
of quiet time and read those reflections of the days of Advent 
that lead us to the birth of Christ.  May we all discover in this 
Advent, our own personal proclamation of the Gospel of the 
Birth of Jesus Christ.
